OVERALL OBJECTIVE
To stimulate, promote and develop good practices and successful strategies, under the gender perspective and victims-centred approaches, to prevent and contrast demand and buying of sex based on trafficking of human beings.
      SPECIFIC OBJECTIVE
1) To better understand who are the profiles of clients of trafficked women and children exploited for sex, in order to identify fitted and tailored campaigns for discouraging and raising awareness targeted clients or potential ones.  

2) To identify and provide good practices and successful strategies for making known and becoming aware of risks, consequences and all the exploitation aspects of trafficking of human beings for sex exploitation, in terms of violence, violated rights, crimes, psychological and social issues, and so on.

3) To contrast the flow of trafficking of human beings for sex exploitation, dissuading buyers and potential ones, involving also corporations, media world and civil society.
PLANNED ACTIVITIES
1) Research: 
Research activity (on the web and face-to-face) on clients of prostitution, involving women victims of trafficking of human beings for sex exploitation (to change the classical male perspective of telling prostitution), and NGOs composed by former-clients and/or men who are working on this issue to reach clients, former and potential ones. 
The research will affect prostitution and sex tourism both concerning trafficking of human beings (women and children) for sex. In this regard the research will explore also possible changes caused by the economical crisis, regarding demand and offer of prostitution (in the street, in apartments, hotels, and so on) concerning trafficking of human beings.
2) Focus group:
Management of focus groups (starting from the research results), composed by former clients of trafficked women exploited for sex, stakeholders and NGOs experts on this issue, in order to identify good practices and successful strategies for raising awareness of civil society, and in particular of sex buyers, about risks, consequences and all the exploitation aspects of trafficking of human beings in terms of violence, violated rights, crimes, and so on.
3) Dissemination and awareness activities:
-    Creation of “John’s Schools” involving Universities, social workers, NGOs, etc. on sex, trafficking and prostitution, where will be shown a dedicated video with interviews to women victims of trafficking of human beings (women and children) for exploitation sex-based. Here will be shared and disseminated information on this issue, taking into account also social, psychological, criminal and economical aspects.
· Initiatives in secondary schools using social innovation strategies and methodologies.

· Creation of a label of guarantee of “sex exploitation free” for hotels, companies, tourism providers and agencies (on the web as well), social networks, airlines, and so on, through which, using the Social Corporate Responsibility, will be disseminated risks, consequences and all the exploitation aspects of trafficking of human beings (women and children) for sex exploitation in terms of violence, violated rights, crimes, and promoted ethical and responsible behaviors against trafficking of human beings and its bribing.
EXPECTED RESULTS:
-  To reduce the demand of prostitution based on trafficking of human beings;

-  To develop initiatives to prevent and eradicate the demand of trafficking in human beings, using victims-centred approaches; 
- To increase the knowledge on groups vulnerable to trafficking in human beings, especially women and children at risk, under the gender perspective and the child's best interest;

- To increase knowledge and awareness of new or less investigated forms of trafficking related to the sex exploitation.
